In 2005 the Hurricanes Katrina and Rita hit thes
Gulf Coast causing devastation and loss. Hurricane Ka—
trina occurred in late August of 2005. The devastation
was heavily felt in New Orleans, Louisiana.

A number of teen-
age students came North to school in Mempbhis. Bishop
Bymme High School initially admitted fourteen students.
Some came from the Biloxi area and others from schools

After that I calmed down some and got on my feet and drove around looking
for a high school to go to. We bought school uniforms and clothes and called up all our
people to see if they were okay. My mom had to find a job and so did [. My brothers
had to find a school to go to also. Hurricane Katrina was an event in my life that I will
never forget.
