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The parish of St. Thomas opened in 1905 and was named in honor of the
BishoY of Nashville at that time, Thomas Sebastian Byrne. An elementary
school opened in the parish in 1907, and in 1944 a high school program was
added. It was coeducational for one year. Then, in 1945, the boys were sent
to Catholic High School for Boys on Central Avenue. St. Thomas High School
then became an all girls school. They continued to operate St. Thomas until
its closing in 1965.

In 1945, St. Paul Parish was built to serve the growing Catholic population
in the Whitehaven area. A few years later, an elementary school was open.
Father Cleary, St. Paul’s pastor in the 1960’s, envisioned a Catholic coed high
school in the area. The name was changed from St. Thomas High School to
Bishop Byrne High School. Father Thomas Cashin, a priest of the Diocese of
Nashville (and a Memphian) was the first principal of Bishop Byrne. With
him were the Saint Cecilia Dominican Sisters of Nashville. Father Cashin had
recently been the chaplain of their motherhouse in Nashville.

Bishop Byrne’s student body came from Memphis, other parts of Shelby
County, eastern Arkansas and northern Mississippi, particularly from
St. Paul School in Methis, Sacred Heart Grade School in Walf;, Mississippi
and Holy Family School in Holly Springs, Mississippi.

In 1990, Bishop Byrne added grades seven and eight and began the Middle
School, following diocesan plans. Bishop Byrne piloted the middle school
program which was added later to Memphis Catholic and Immaculate
Conception High Schools. Children from Memphis Jubilee schools began
attending in 2006.

Bishop Byrne is proud to be accredited by the Southern Association of
Colleges and Schools, having recently exceeded the standards for
reaccreditation and achieving recognition as an outstanding Middle and
High School.

The Senior Class enjoyed a day away from
school, at the Pink Palace. It was their
moment to shine in the spotlight for their
continuous hard work at Bishop Byrne. This
day turn out to be memorable because
President Bush was scheduled to make a visit
to the Pink Palace. The Seniors were hoping to
have the opportunity to greet the president,
but were not able to do so. It was a fun and
relaxing day for the Seniors who spent the
rest of their time eating, and sharing some
bonding time with their fellow classmates at
Buffalo Wild Wings.

The Pink Palace explores the region’s natural
and cultural history. The museum’s unusual
name comes from the marble used in its
construction. The 1920’s house was the home of
entrepreneur Clarence Saunders, whose Piggly
Wiggly self service grocery store was the
forerunner of today's supermarkets. In the early
1920’s, Saunders began construction of a pink
marble mansion in Memphis, but it was never
completed and he was forced to sell it due to
financial problems. The Pink Palace later
became a museum and it includes a
walk-through model of the first Piggly Wiggly
store, coplete with two cent packets of Kellog's
Cornflakes and eight cent cans of Campbell's
Soup. Despite predictions that this new kind of
store would fail, the first Piggly Wiggly opened
September 6, 1916 at 79 Jefferson sfreet in
Memphis. Operating under the unusual name
Piggly Wagly, it was unlike any other grocery
store of that time. Shopping baskets, open
shelves, no clerks to shop for the customer-
